           Thank you for your interest in the University of Arizona Summer Mathematics Camp. Each year we invite up to 16 students to come to the University for two weeks during the summer to experience the fun of Mathematics. This year the camp will run from June 17 to June 29. To apply to the camp, you must send us three things before April 15, 2007.  We need a letter of recommendation from one of your teachers, a short letter from you telling us why you are interested in math camp, and your answers to our entrance test.  All three of these are important to us as we select students for the camp.  If you do not have a copy of the entrance test, please write us before April 1, and we will mail you a copy. The entrance test consists of several different problems, some of which you might find very challenging.  We do not expect you to finish the complete test perfectly, but we do hope you have fun trying.  You should work on it by yourself, and try your best.  Do not be too discouraged if you only feel confident about a couple of your answers; a few good answers may well get you invited to the camp.  Remember that the two letters are as important as the test when we make our decisions.


We hope to hear from you again when you complete your application.  We will send out invitations in early May.
