Course Objectives:  Math 129 covers the fundamentals of the integral calculus. Upon 

completion of the course, the student will: be able to use techniques of analytical and numerical 

integration; be able to apply the definite integral to problems arising in geometry and physics; be 

able to work with the concept of infinite series and be able to calculate and use Taylor series; be 

able to analyze differential equations from a numerical, graphical, and algebraic point of view 

and model physical and biological situations by differential equations. 

 

Textbook:  Calculus Single Variable, Sixth Edition by Hughes-Hallett et al. published by Wiley. 

The computer grading program, WebAssign, includes an electronic version of the text. 

 

Calculators:  The TI-83 or TI-84 models are recommended. Calculators that can perform 

symbolic calculations (also known as CAS) are NOT allowed on exams and quizzes. CAS 

models include (but are not limited to) the TI-89, TI NSpire CAS, HP 50g, and Casio Classpad 

330. Students are not allowed to share calculators during exams and quizzes. 

 

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend every scheduled class.

Communication: It is the student’s responsibility to keep informed of any announcements, 

syllabus adjustments or policy changes made during scheduled classes, by email, or through 

D2L. Most announcements will be made on D2L and in class. If you need to contact me, send 

me an email or come talk to me before or after class. 

 

Homework: There are two components to homework: WebAssign homework and written 

homework. 

  

1.  WebAssign Homework (50 course points) 

WebAssign homework will be used for problems assigned from the text. WebAssign homework 

is due by 11:59 PM on the due date. It is the student’s responsibility to check WebAssign for the 

due dates of upcoming assignments. At the end of the semester, WebAssign scores will be 

rescaled and will count for a total of 50 points in the course. 

 

Contact me via email as soon as possible if you are having technical difficulties with 

WebAssign. Granting requests related to technical difficulties is at the instructor's discretion.  

 

2.  Written Homework (50 course points) 

Written Homework will usually be due once a week. Some problems will be graded for 

correctness, and others will count for completion credit as indicated on D2L. Written homework 

is due at the beginning of class on the due date. The assignments and their due dates will be 

posted on D2L. At the end of the semester, written homework scores will be rescaled and will 

count for a total of 50 points in the course. 

 

Students are expected to complete the following procedures to receive full points on their written 

homework. 

 Show all their work. 

 Student’s work should be neat and well-organized 

 Proper mathematical notation should be used. 

 Clearly indicate the final answer. 
 

You may receive a zero on any assignment for which you do not follow these rules:  

 Turn in homework within the first five minutes of class on the due date. 

 Write your name and assignment number on the top of your homework. 

 Staple all pages of the assignment together in the correct order. 

 Do not cross out. Do not write in pen. 
 

Late Homework: Late homework is not accepted unless a student has an excused absence. 

Excused absences include those pre-approved by the UA Dean of Students, religious 



observances (see attendance policy), sicknesses that prevent you from coming to class, and 

circumstances deemed extenuating by the instructor. Notify me via email, as soon as possible, of 

any excused absences that occur on the day homework is due. We will then arrange for you to 

turn in the homework early or shortly after the scheduled due date. If you do not know about the 

absence in advance, contact me as soon as possible, and we will work out a solution.

You must do this even if you have used WebAssign in the past or are using it for another course 

this semester. There is a 14-day grace period (from the first day of classes) before you must 

purchase/ submit your access code for this class. WebAssign includes access to an electronic 

version of the textbook. 

 

In-Class Exams: Four in-class exams are tentatively scheduled for Friday, February 3; 

Wednesday, March 1; Monday, April 3; and Friday, April 28. The exact dates of the in-class 

exams will be announced by your instructor. Each exam will be worth 100 points. All electronic 

devices must be turned off during all exams. In general, there will be no make-up exams in the 

course. However, in complex and unusual circumstances which are beyond your control, a make-

up exam may be given on a case-by-case basis. This will require providing a detailed account of 

the situation and supporting documents. Approval in these cases is at the sole discretion of the 

instructor and/or the dean of students. According to university policy, no exams will be held on 

the week of May 1. Any questions regarding the grading of exams need to be cleared up within 

one week after the exam has been returned. 

 

Please notify me as soon as possible if you have any conflicts with the dates of the exams. 

 

Final Exam: The final exam, worth 200 points, is a comprehensive common exam. It is 

scheduled for Monday, May 8 from 8:00 – 10:00 am.  Additional information and a study guide 

can be found at http://math.arizona.edu/~calc.

Grades:  Your final course grade will be determined by a percentage of the 700 total possible 

points in the course.  Grades will be no lower than the following:  

A: 100-90% B: 89-80% C: 79-70% D: 69-60% E: 59-0% 

 

Note:  A grade of C or better in Math 129 is a necessary prerequisite for Math 223 (Vector 

Calculus), Math 254 (Differential Equations), and Math 313 (Linear Algebra). Students who 

receive a D in Math 129 will receive credit for the course towards graduation requirements, and 

will be able to use their course for the general education math requirement, but will not be 

automatically qualified to register for Math 223, 254, or 313.
