Methods of teaching and learning:

e Class meetings of 110 minutes consisting of lectures and discussions of examples and
homework problems. Time also includes quizzes, projects and three in-class tests.

e Students are expected to undertake at least 10 hours of private study and homework
per week.

e The online homework system Webassign will be used (look for more information
below).

Assessment procedures:

e Student achievement will be assessed by the following measures:

— Regular online homework. Homework will be due on most Mondays. Feed-
back is provided when wrong answers are given. Students are encouraged to
retake the homework problems (with randomly changed parameters) until they
obtain correct answers. Homework contributes 10% to the course average. Prob-
lems on tests are usually modeled after homework problems. Staying on top of
homework is therefore extremely important.

— Unannounced quizzes. Quiz problems are similar to the homework problem
sets. This allows students to gauge whether they are ready to work problems
in a test situation. Some time will be devoted to in-class projects. Quizzes and
projects contribute 10% to the course average.

— Three tests including short questions as well as problems requiring in depth
understanding (including word-problems). Two best tests contribute 20% each
to the course average.

— A 150-minute comprehensive final examination. The final contributes
40% to the course average.

e Your course performance is your course average (including the final exam score). This
is a number between 0 and 100.
e Your final grade is determined according to the following table:

Course performance: | 88-100 | 75-87 | 62-74 | 50-61 | below 50
Final Grade: A B C D F
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e In addition your grade may be raised by a strong performance on the final exam
(normally at most one letter grade).
