• Allow 10 minutes for your presentation and 5 minutes for questions. You will loose points if you go over the time limit or you do not use full the allotted time.

• Your oral report is summary presentation of your written report. Therefore, you should have the key points

At a minimum, your presentation should include:

- An introduction of your team members.

- An introduction of  stock option data. This should be similar to

the beginning of your preliminary report.

· State your final results  early. I would like to know your result immediately after introduction of  stock option data  

· you should then spend the rest of your presentation provide the methods/excel functions  used and how you got the results.

· Have a slide with all the project assumptions

- Provide a basis for your calculations. Here is where I expect you to thoroughly explain the concepts and how excel was used .You spent several weeks learning some powerful mathematical techniques, now is the time to show what you’re learned.

- Conclusion. Briefly summarize your final calculations

• There are some suggestions in the electronic text. For example, read the two sections

titled, Final Oral Reports and Avoiding Computer Problems, which can be found in

MBD Part 1 under Course Activities.

• Each member of the team should be comfortable with all aspects of the presentation and be prepared to answer questions. You are only as strong as your weakest member, so be certain that everyone on your team understands the problem and the conclusion.

• Bring a copy(should be stapled) of your slide presentation printed with 6 slides per page

(vertically). Also bring a copy of your slides in case of computer problems (one

slide per page). You will not be excused from your presentation due to technology problems. You will be expected to handle the problem and proceed with the presentation.

• Your presentations should be unique & mathematically correct to obtain a good grade.
