A computer grading program called WebAssign will be used for problems assigned from the text (see other side for more information). Hand-written homework showing all work with proper notation will also be submitted. In-class quizzes will also be given(announced or unannounced). There are no make-up quizzes.A final homework/ quiz score based on 100 possible points will be assigned (85 points from the WebAssign(computer graded) and hand-written assignments and 15 points from the quizzes).

Specific guidelines for Hand-written HW 

· Your name, Section number and the Instructor’s name should be PRINTED on the first page of homework.
· Multiple pages should be stapled together.
· Answers for Each problem should be neatly written, with all intermediate steps included and the problem number clearly marked. Written explanations should be included whenever appropriate. Include units on answers. Graphs should be labeled, with the window clearly marked. You need to show all workings to earn full credit.
· You will not be given credit for problems that are not legible.

· Selected homework will be graded and returned at a regular basis.

· You need to show work(all relevant steps) to earn full credit

A 50 point department preliminary exam covering algebraic skills that are essential for success in Math 124 will be given on Wednesday, January 20.

More information on the department preliminary exam

In order to be success in Calculus you must be able to perform the computations in addition to understanding and applying the concepts. Students who continue to make algebraic and trigonometric errors will have difficulty solving problems and as a result will lower their grade. One way to address this issue is to give a preliminary exam covering the common algebraic errors that students make in Calculus I. If you would like to prepare for this 50 point preliminary exam that will be given in your Calculus I class, we recommend an on-line review at http://prep.math.lsa.umich.edu/pmc . This site contains a review of precalculus topics relevant to our courses. The preliminary exam will only test the algebraic skills covered in sections 1-7, with an emphasis on common mistakes made when simplifying expressions and solving equations. The remaining topics in the review will be needed throughout the course.

Final Exam: The final exam is a common department exam worth 200 points.

The Department of Mathematics Undergraduate Committee recently adopted a new policy that a grade of C or better in Math 124 or 125 is a necessary prerequisite for Math 129 (Calculus II). This policy will take effect for classes that start in the Fall 2010 semester. Students who receive a D in Math 124 or 125 will receive credit for the course towards graduation requirements, and will be able to use their course for the general education math requirement, but will not be automatically qualified to register for Math 129.

Important

· Any questions regarding the grading of exams/HW/quizzes need to be cleared up within 5 academic days after the exam/HW/quiz has been returned.
· If you are dissatisfied with a grade you are welcome to discuss it with me during office hours.Class time will not be used for this purpose.
· Most homework questions are to be handled during your instructor's office hours and in the tutoring room. When time allows, I will discuss solutions to homework problems or to problems similar to those on the homework. Class time is devoted to the explanation of the current topic and to the solution of problems involved with this topic. 
· Please remember that No extra credit is permitted.
· If you earn a higher percentage on the final examination than on one of the midterms, then your lowest midterm score will be replaced by 50% of your score on the final examination.

You must do this even if you have used WebAssign in the past or are using it for another course this semester. There is a 14-day grace period (from the first day of classes) before you must purchase/ submit your access code for this class. Each time you log-in, you will see a reminder. 

More details on WebAssign  

· Log-in: 
It is important to log-in to your class account in WebAssign as soon as possible. You will be given a grace period of approximately 14 days from the first day of classes to access WebAssign before you must purchase your access code. If you purchase a new Calculus text for Math 124/125/129 at the UA Bookstore, you will receive a two semester access code for WebAssign. 

To begin, go to http://webassign.net. Click on the Log In link on the left hand side of the page. Click on the I Have A Class Key link. The Class Key is composed of three fields. In the first field you will enter the word arizona (all in lower case) followed by two four digit numbers unique to your section. Your instructor will give you those numbers. Click Submit. If the information about your section is correct, click Yes, This Is My Class. At this point, follow the instructions to create a username and password. Once your account is set up, you will not have to use the Class Key again. 

We strongly recommend using the portion of your UA email address before the @ symbol as your WebAssign username. This will produce a unique username and minimize any errors in duplicate names. Be sure to correctly enter your full email address when asked to do so. Your instructor will need this link when he/ she needs to contact you. If your instructor chooses not to use WebAssign, but you have an access code, you can still use WebAssign assignments for practice. Contact the Calculus Coordinator to obtain a class key for a specially designated section. Be sure to include your full name, the course, and section. You must be officially enrolled in that section.
