Homework (100
Points)

Homework is an essential part of this course. Math should be learned through practice, and so one
of your best tools for learning the material is through homework. Homework will be composed of
two parts: handwritten problems from the text due about once a week along with a WebAssign
homework due nearly daily. Homework assignments will be posted on my website.

WebAssign: WebAssign is a computerized homework system. You will be required to purchase a
WebAssign account. Your first assignment will be to sign up for WebAssign by Thursday, January
12 and complete ”Homework 0” and the first assignment, Section 1.1 prep. You will have until
January 23 to purchase an account.

To sign up for WebAssign, you will need our class key: arizona 9713 2710.

I highly suggest keeping a well-organized notebook of your work for all WebAssign assignments.
This will help you later when you study for exams, and will help keep your thoughts organized while
you work through the problems.

Handwritten Homework : Please return your written homework by the due date at the beginning
of class in clear writing, using complete sentences where appropriate. Homework should be written
neatly, multiple pages should be stapled, and you must show all work. This means you must
clearly show each step in calculations, label all axes on all graphs, label limits, etc. Points will be
deducted for homework assignments not following these guidelines.

In-Class Assignments: In-class assignments will also be assigned and count towards your homework
grade. These may sometimes come in the form of quizzes. Note that an absence during an in-class



assignment will result in a 0 on that assignment.

Late homework will not be accepted, but the lowest few homework (and in-class assignment) scores
will be dropped before the total is computed for your final grade. This number will depend on the
total number of assignments.

You are encouraged to work together on homework assignments; however, the actual write up should
be done on your own. This means your homework should not be identical to another person’s. You
are also encouraged to ask questions during office hours and to use the free tutoring available (see
http://www.studentaffairs.arizona.edu/thinktank).

Grades

Homework assignments will be graded and the lowest few of these will be dropped. There are 100
points given by quizzes and homework/in-class assignments. So your total homework score will
be computed as a percentage (with each assignment weighted equally), and you will receive that
percentage of 100 points.

In-Class Exams
(400 Points)

The four in-class exams are tentatively scheduled for Thursday, February 2; Wednesday, Febru-
ary 29; Friday, March 30; and Friday, April 27. Each exam will be worth 100 points. A 20
point timed assignment covering algebraic skills that are essential for success in Math 124 will be
given in WebAssign. The assignment will be available Thursday morning, January 19 and
will be due 11:59 pm on Friday, January 20. Information about taking a timed assign-
ment in WebAssign will be given in class.

Missed Exam
Policy

In general, there will be no make-up exams in the course. However, in complex and unusual cir-
cumstances which are beyond your control, a make-up exam may be given on a case-by-case basis.
This will require providing a detailed account of the situation and supporting documents. Approval
in these cases is at the sole discretion of the instructor and/or the dean of students. In addition, if
you have a Deans Excuse to miss class, you must let me know before you miss an exam so that we
can work together to schedule a make-up.

Final Exam: (200
points)

The final exam is a comprehensive common department exam. It is scheduled for Monday,
May 7 from 1:00-3:00 pm.

Calculators A graphing calculator is an important tool that will be used throughout this course. Students are
expected to have a working calculator, which may or may not be permitted on each exam. No
calculator swapping is permitted during exams. All models of calculators are allowed.

Grades The total number of points available on tests and homework is 720. Grades will be no lower than
those set forth in the following table

648 ≤ points ≤ 720 90% to 100% A
576 ≤ points ≤ 647 80% to 90% B
504 ≤ points ≤ 575 70% to 80% C
432 ≤ points ≤ 503 60% to 70% D
0 ≤ points ≤ 431 0% to 60% E

Note: A grade of C or better in Math 124 or 125 is a necessary prerequisite for Math 129 (Calculus



II). Students who receive a D in Math 124 or 125 will receive credit for the course towards graduation
requirements, and will be able to use their course for the general education math requirement, but
will not be automatically qualified to register for Math 129.

Students
withdrawing from
the course:

You may withdraw from the course with a deletion from your enrollment record through February
7 using UAccess. You may withdraw with a grade of ”W” or change to Audit through March 6
using a change of schedule form with your instructor’s signature. The University allows withdraws
after March 6, but only with the Dean’s signature. Late withdraws are dealt with on a case by case
basis, and requests for late withdraw without a valid reason may or may not be honored.

Incompletes: The grade of I will be awarded if all of the following conditions are met: 1. The student has
completed all but a small portion of the required work. 2. The student has scored at least 503. The
student has a valid reason for not completing the course on time. 4. The student agrees to make
up the material in a short period of time. 5. The student asks for the incomplete before grades are
due, 48 hours after the final exam.
