Numbers

Last year we taught 44,944 student credit 
hours to 7109 distinct undergrads.

That’s about 1/2 of all undergrads and 10% of 
the total credits on campus.

The big courses are Calc I, II, III, Discrete 
Math, and Differential Equations.

Lectures have about 70-250 students.

Discussion sections are ~35 students.
