Calculator:  A graphics calculator is an important tool that will be used in this course.  Students are expected to have a working calculator for each test and exam.  No calculator swapping is permitted during testing periods.

Tests:  There will be three tests and a final exam.  The tests are scheduled for Monday, September 12; Wednesday, October 12; and Monday, November 21.  The University has scheduled the final exam for Monday, December 12 from 2:00 - 4:00. (The University’s Exam regulations will be strictly followed, in particular those regarding students with multiple exams that day. See http://www.registrar.arizona.edu/schedule054/exams/examrules.htm.) Each exam will be worth 100 points and the final exam worth 200 points.
Homework/Quizzes:  Homework will be assigned but not collected.   Instead a quiz will be given every Friday except when there is a midterm in that week.  Problems  on quiz will be directly taken from homework possibly with slight modification. Each quiz will be worth 10 points and the total score is equivalent to one midterm, 100 points.  To be successful, a student must complete all assigned homework. Homework  is an essential component of the course. 

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend every scheduled class and to be familiar with the University Class Attendance policy as it appears in the General Catalog.  It is the student’s responsibility to keep informed of any announcements, syllabus adjustments or policy changes made during scheduled classes. Students are expected to behave in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct and the Code of Academic Integrity. The guiding principle of academic integrity is that a student's submitted work must be the student's own.

Students withdrawing from the course before October 14 will receive the grade W if they are passing at the time.  Students will be considered to be passing at the time of withdraw if they have scored at least 50% on the work completed at that time.  The University allows withdraws after October 14, but only with the Dean’s signature. The grade of I will be awarded if all the following conditions are met:

5. The student asks for the incomplete before grades are due, 48 hours after the final exam.
