Tests:  There will be two midterms and a final exam.  The dates of the tests will be announced approximately one week in advance, at least.  (The University’s Exam regulations will be strictly followed, in particular those regarding students with multiple exams that day. Seehttp://www.registrar.arizona.edu/schedule054/exams/examrules.htm.) Each midterm will be worth 100 points and the final exam worth 200 points.
Homework:  Homework will be assigned daily and collected on Mondays. Selected homework problems will be graded.  All homework together will worth 100 points.  To be successful, a student must complete all assigned homework. Homework is an essential component of the course. 

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend every scheduled class and to be familiar with the University Class Attendance policy as it appears in the General Catalog. Students withdrawing from the course before deadline will receive the grade W if they are passing at the time.  Students will be considered to be passing at the time of withdraw if they have scored at least 50% on the work completed at that time.  The University allows withdraws after deadline, but only with the Dean’s signature.
